identify the colours of the National Flag - Red, Black and White
create a replica of the National Flag (to be placed in a portfolio containing the National Emblems) 
	

	Activities:
Celebrating Independence Day 
Students view pictures or video clips of the Independence Day parade and other related activities.
Students discuss the importance of Independence Day and share how is it celebrated by their families. 
When is Independence Day?
Students circle the date of Independence Day on a large wall calendar and identify the numerals 3 and 1.
Students use finger paints to make the numerals 3 and 1.
National Anthem of Trinidad and Tobago
Students dramatize the actions of soldiers as they march during parade and salute. (Stand at attention when anthem is played or flag is raised or lowered).
Students recite the words of the National Anthem and sing the Anthem while standing at attention.
Our National Flag
Students paint shapes red, black and white by painting shapes that have corresponding colour name.
Students spell and write using finger paints, the following colours - Red, Black and White.
Students make a replica of the National Flag, using paints, brushes and paper. (to be placed in a portfolio containing the National Emblems).
