	[bookmark: _Toc368255656]Topic:  Place Names, Food and Artefacts

	Context:
Understanding our history helps students appreciate the richness of their culture and gives them a sense of pride. Students must become aware of the contribution of the indigenous people to our national heritage especially place names and food.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
· discuss the contributions of the indigenous to our National Heritage - food, artefacts, place names
· point out place names of Amerindian origin on map of Trinidad and Tobago 
· convey information by means of oral presentation and visual representation
· compare the duration of tasks in minutes and seconds.

	

	Activities:
Place names
1. Students review what they learnt previously about maps: what they are and what they do. Name a few place names named by the indigenous people and ask if students have ever been to those places or heard of the places. Explain that there are many place names in Trinidad that were named by the indigenous people. Not as many settled in Tobago, hence the abundance of place names in Trinidad.
2. A list of place names is displayed on word cards or on Power Point. Names are broken into syllables using separate word cards or Power Point slides. Teacher recites and students repeat. Students are placed in groups. Each group is given the word cards with syllables for a place name. They practise reciting the name then present it to the class. 
(See accompanying CD for vocabulary list.) 
3. Students may also complete the word search puzzle attached as a reinforcement exercise. To promote healthy competition, students can be placed in pairs and, using a stopwatch, peers can record the time taken by their partners to locate a word/complete the word search.
4. A large map of Trinidad and Tobago is displayed and children point out names. Alternatively, individual maps could be distributed and students could work in pairs to find the places. Students can circle or highlight the places they find. (To add a challenge, this exercise can be timed and the first person/pair to find all the names “wins”)

Food
5. Display food types which originated from indigenous people (if unavailable, pictures or Power Point may be used).
6. Students are given word cards and asked to label the food types.
7. Students point to the foods and repeat the names orally patterning the teacher
8. Students use pictures to create picture charts which are displayed on the classroom wall.
Artefacts
9. Display some artefacts (e.g. musical instruments, rain-maker, hammock) which originated from the indigenous people (if unavailable, pictures may be used).
10. Students are given turns to explore the artefacts. 
Students describe the artefacts in their own words according to shape, size, texture, sound etc. 
11. Teacher introduces the names of the artefacts and asks students to label them using word cards. Teacher points to each artefact reciting its name a few times; students pattern teacher. Artefacts with labels are displayed in the classroom. 
12. Students choose any one Amerindian artefact. They draw, colour and label the artefact.

Presentations
13. Students prepare and make oral presentations on contributions of indigenous people to our heritage
