   Assignments of roles
1. Cards with pictures of individuals at work are distributed to students.  They spend a few minutes quietly thinking about how they will portray this to their peers.
  Preparation for game
2. At home all materials necessary (props) to do the charade will be gathered and brought to class.
3. After a preparatory talk on social etiquette, students perform in front of the class.

   Charades
4. Class discussion after each presentation to elicit which entrepreneur is being portrayed
5. Names of these entrepreneurs are placed on the board for recognition.
6. Sentences are made with these names.
