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	Context:
All produce that make their way to our tables were grown. Pupils need to be aware that most of these items started off as seeds; many of which were germinated in nurseries or directly in the ground. They grew into plants which bore fruits or root tubers and were reaped when mature. These produce items need special care when being transported and displayed for sale. Additionally, when purchased, further is needed to preserve these items until they reach the table.  
Having real-life experiences maximizes learning.  Students observing farmers at various stages of the industry will give them an insight into the opportunities that are available.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
· recognise the value of jobs in the agriculture industry
· observe entrepreneurs at work 
· identify different types of entrepreneurs in the agricultural sector
· list the steps involved in plant care 
· explain the steps involved from reaping to the presentation of produce on the table
· create a flow diagram illustrating the steps involved in taking produce from the plantation to the table.

	

	Activities:
 Use of plants for food
1. With the use of pictures/power point/video, the lesson on growth of a seedling is reviewed. Use of plants for food is discussed.
2. A field trip to a plantation is organized.  Preparation for the field trip is made through discussion on how information can be collected, ground rules and etiquette to be followed and possible expectations.
Field Trip
3.  On the day - students view/participate in:
· seedlings in nursery
· transplanting exercises
· various produce- fruits & vegetables
· reaping exercises
· storage of produce
· preparation for transportation
4.  Field trip continues to a wholesale market. 

5.  Students view/participate in:
· how produce is displayed for sale
· packaging exercises
          Students can interact with various individuals, under supervision, to gain information about different parts of the process. Videotaping and pictures can be taken with permission.
6. Discussion takes place on return from the trip. Emphasis is placed on the roles of different individuals in the process.

Collection of data and presentation
7. Create a flow diagram to illustrate the steps involved in “From                plant propagation to presentation on the table”
8. A vocabulary exercise (synonyms or words/meaning) is given depending on the level of the class.
9.  A class scrap book will be made, using pictures with short captions, to pull it all together.

10.  Reflective sentences/paragraph can be written on what the students learnt and how they felt.
11. Drawing and colouring/painting of the most memorable part of the student’s experience
