	Context:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Every home is special.  A home is a combination of the physical structure in which we dwell and is the home of the social unit called a family.  In this Learning Plan ‘Home’ is referred to as the physical building which provides comfort and protection from all elements.  Most homes are similar yet different in countless ways. Therefore, it is necessary for students to understand that homes vary in appearance, colour, shape, size, height and materials used to construct them.  A home can be a house, villa, apartment or a condominium.  Nevertheless, students should value the uniqueness of their home, thereby developing a sense of pride in it.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
define a home 
differentiate various types of homes 
design various aspects of their homes using  solids and plane shapes (3 dimensional and  2- dimensional shapes)
construct a diorama on their home 
compare and contrast similarities and difference that exist among homes
demonstrate appropriate listening behaviours
compose short sentences about their home 
use the verb ’to be ‘ present tense patterns- 1st,2nd,3rd persons, singular and plural plus adjective
be proud of their ability to use different grammatical structures
 begin to value the uniqueness of their homes.

	

	Activities:
A Home
Diorama of home is displayed by teacher and students engaged in whole class discussion on the same. 
Guided questioning is used by the teacher to elicit what is a home. 
Students use ideas/ questioning prompts to create a working definition for ‘home’.
Field Trip
Students take a virtual field trip to different homes of children within Trinidad and Tobago and around the world. OR Students view Digital Slideshow with pictures of different type of homes (wooden, brick, cottage, hut, apartment, igloo).  OR view pictures.

Types of homes
Class discussion on types of homes observed with emphasis on similarities and differences.
Printed pictures are displayed on board by teacher.  
They are informed by the teacher that they are going to create a diorama of their home.
Shoe box along with other materials needed are distribute by the teacher.

Construction of a diorama
Students use coloured paper or poster paint to colour the inside of the house. Note that colours are used to define walls and floors.
They use Bristol board to construct the roof and colour /paint the exterior of the diorama.
Students draw in 2 dimensional shapes to create window frames. 
Students use 3 dimensional objects of figures to represent other aspects of their home (bedroom, kitchen, bathroom etc.) Allow students to display creativity in what they choose to add to their diorama.
They either draw and cut- out miniature versions of household members or use provided cut- outs (male & female) to decorate accordingly.
Students stick cut-outs into diorama.
In pairs, students examine and discuss each other’s diorama - compare and contrast.
Pairs, use a comparison matrix to enter information.
Oral presentation of the comparison matrix.  When displaying presenting to class students should identify and name the solids and plane shapes used and their justify choices.

Structures: singing, reading, writing
Student join in with teacher singing “we always say: I am, he is, she is, it is, you are, we are, they are ……yeah!
Questioning done by teacher to elicit oral sentence using any pattern and a word that tells us about it e.g. I am tall. They are short.
Students take turns constructing sentences orally.
They then write short sentences describing their home using the “verb to be’ plus adjective patterns.
  Eg. I am happy
      My home is blue
     The roof is red.
They exchange and read each other’s sentences.

Making a Diorama

Prepare the box
Attach the lid to the box.  To keep the lid permanently open, glue pieces of Bristol board or glue along the box’s hinge.

Paint the box exterior
Paint the outside of the box with poster paint.

Walls and floor
Cover the inside of the box with coloured paper. Use different colours for the walls and floors of your diorama.

Windows and doors
Draw the window and door frames or glue strips of paper or craft foam onto the box.

Roof
Draw two large triangles with a bottom tab and a large rectangle; glue it on top of the box. For extra support, you may prop it up with a paper tab with one end folded in and the other folded out.

People, animals and household items
Search for clipart of or draw people, your favourite animal and household items on construction paper. Draw tabs on each person, animal and household item before cutting them out. This will allow you to attach them to the box. Cut them out along with their tabs.

Glue the people, animals and other household items onto the box diorama. You may add paper doll and other toys.
