	Topic:   Awesome School	Mini Book         	

	Context:
The school is an important part of a child’s life. Children spend most of their daylight hours at school.  There, they are immersed in various learning activities which strengthen bonds and create a sense of belonging.  Activities such as creating a personalized mini book allow students to demonstrate their creativity and represent personal thoughts and feeling on some aspects of their school life as well as understand their responsibility in caring for their school.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
· create a personalized mini book on topic: ‘Awesome School’
· share feelings and thoughts about the settings, events and characters in texts with peers and adults
· apply relevant decoding and word recognition strategies with proper phrasing to read fluently and monitor meaning
· be confident  as developing readers
· read with good volume; correct pronunciation, clear enunciation, eye-voice span, intonation, rhythm, pace, expression and phrasing to read (aloud) fluently
· be respectful of peer’s attempts in reading fluently
· display appropriate listening behaviours, for a sustained period of time (maintaining eye-contact, appropriate sitting or standing posture, appropriate facial expression, stowing interest by gestures, not speaking while listening, showing appreciation after listening)
· be eager and respectful listeners
· be appreciative of audio-visual aesthetic materials
· create simple sentences using vocabulary in context
· be proud of their ability to compose sentences independently
· take pride in their creation 
· use media and technology equipment with care
· appreciate the differences in media forms
· work collaboratively with others
· share creation with others
· appreciate their role in making their school great
· appreciate the efforts and contributions of others. 

	

	Activities:
What makes up a school
1. Class is divided in groups of four or five students by teacher
2. Students discuss and decide on one school they would like to visit in any part of the world (real or from literature/ tv etc.)
3. Each group of students share with class where they would like to visit and why. 
4. Students take an internet field trip to visit a school in another location. Alternatively, students may talk about an imaginary school or one that they may have visited and liked.
5. They select and print images as memorabilia of virtual field trip. Alternatively, they draw pictures of their imaginary school. 
6. Students stick a copy of their picture onto Bristol board to create a ‘picture collage’.

My awesome school
7. Class discussion is initiated by teacher focusing on their own school and identifying attributes that make their school awesome.
8. In groups, students take a quick journey within the school and capture images using digital cameras of the things that make their school awesome. Alternatively, students may draw images of what they like in their own school.
9. Digital images are loaded onto computer by teacher or drawings posted on display.
10. Class views and discusses pictures (how images make them feel, similarities and differences). 
11. Students discuss their role in making their school an awesome one. E.g. no littering, caring for school property etc.

Creation of the mini book
12. Students are informed by teacher that they are going to create their personalized mini book that can be shared with anyone they like.
13. Exercise books are cut by teacher in half horizontally / previously constructed mini scrap books.
14. Mini books, pictures along with colouring instruments and other materials need are distributed by teacher.
15. Students use text and pictures to create a ‘tell all’ mini book about their awesome school. The teacher may adapt the amount of text/ images that students produce according to the abilities and interests of students.
16. Title of the book ‘____ Awesome School’ (student’s name on line - e.g. Kerry’s Awesome School).

Sharing of mini-books
17. Students show and read mini book to classmates. Practice sessions in groups may precede class presentations.
18. They display mini books in designated area of the classroom for viewing by others.
19. Students may view and read others’ book with rules established for caring for others’ property.
