	Duration: 1 day	
	Topic:	 Being nationally responsible

	Context:
[bookmark: _GoBack]All students mature to become citizens in a country. They have a responsibility to maintain law and order to their benefit as well as that of country. It is an imperative that they be more exposed to these responsible behaviours at a wider societal level. These can be done at a systemic level through learning institutions as schools. The exposure to these learning experiences will enhance their emulation of the positive behaviours in their immediate environments and eventually translate into national society.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
· outline examples of responsible behaviours as a citizen of Trinidad and Tobago
· explain how  responsible behaviours contribute to nation building 
· dramatize behaviours of responsible citizens
· evaluate behaviour of characters in a story to determine the level of responsibility
· write sentences using proper punctuation
· work collaboratively and cooperatively with others to achieve team goals.

	

	Activities

Responsible Behaviour

1. Students discuss the concept of what being responsible means. 
2. Students engage in a discussion of at least three responsible behaviours of citizens and how these behaviours build our nation. For example, keeping your surroundings clean, helps to make everyone in the nation more comfortable; turning off the tap while brushing our teeth helps to save water etc. (Simple examples are given to suit the children’s age).
3. Students listen to a story in which someone behaved responsibly. Students discuss the character’s behaviour and state why they think he or she acted responsibly.

Creating Collages

4. Pictures that denote responsible behaviour to contribute to nation building in our country are distributed to students and they create a collage (see Visual Arts lesson on Creating Collages).

Role play
5. Students engage in role-play to show one good deed of responsible citizens for example, keeping a clean scene.

Writing
6. Students are asked to write at least three sentences about being nationally responsible. (These sentences can be first generated by students orally and the teacher can write on the board). Students are asked to write their sentences, paying attention to the capital letter at the beginning of the sentence and full stop at the end.
