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	Context:  
Creating simple paper booklets is an easy and engaging activity for children of all ages. Amongst other activities, children may use these booklets to journal, write short stories and poems, create comic strips, and make drawings.

	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
1. design and produce a paper booklet
2. create an instruction guide to produce the paper booklet
3. reflect on what they like about their paper booklet
4. work individually and collaboratively to achieve the given tasks.

	

	Activities:
Making the Instruction Guide
1. Students observe as teacher presents a completed paper booklet.  They note the materials used in making the booklet, suggest the steps that might have been taken in its production and discuss its possible uses.

2. Students work in groups to chronicle the steps taken in producing the booklet. They may use drawings and simple sentences for this purpose /Students are given drawings or pictures of the steps used in creating the booklet and they work together to correctly sequence the activity.

3. Students work together in their groups to create a first draft of an instruction guide for the making of the booklet.  In the writing of the sentences/phrases to accompany drawings, students pay attention to the use of transitional words – First, second, then etc. In using the sequencing activity, students sequence pictures in the correct order.

4. Students publish their instruction guide (using the computer or on bristol board) and display the completed guides in a designated area of the class. 

Making the booklet
5. In groups children produce one booklet, following their own instruction      guide. They exchange instruction guides to make the booklet.

6. Students gather the material needed to produce their own individual journal. Students follow the instruction booklet to design and produce a personal booklet to be used as a journal.

7. Students orally present their journals, explaining their choice of decorations, colours etc.  Students display their journals.


Journaling
8. Students use their personal journals to reflect on the activity. They write short sentences or alternatively/ additionally use drawings. They are guided by the prompt: What I like about my journal?

Instructions for creating a paper journal.
For this activity, you will need four sheets of coloured paper, small squares of paper, stapler, crayons, markers, glue, paper scissors, pencils and erasers.
1. Take one sheet of the paper and use your crayons/marker/pictures/cutouts to decorate on one side.

2. Take another sheet of paper and fold the short edges together. When you fold, make sure that the corners of the paper meet exactly. Once the edges meet, carefully crease the fold line.

1. Fold the other two sheets of paper exactly like the first.

2. Bring all three sheets together, matching the folded edges exactly.
White paper




3. Staple the folded edges together.White paper
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4. Take the first sheet that you decorated and fold it in a similar fashion to the other three. Place this sheet over the booklet that you have created so far. This is the journal cover. Staple this sheet onto the other three. Students may also use a hole-punch and ribbons to attach the cover to the pages. If the inner sheets are too long, you may trim the edges using a paper scissors.

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5. You can now further decorate you journal using crayons/marker/ pictures. When you have finished decorating, stick squares cut-outs onto the front cover of your journal and write your labels on it and use these to label your journal.
