Outcomes: 
At the end of this learning experience students will: 
· determine the meaning of general academic and domain-specific words and phrases in texts relevant to a class level 
· determine the contextual meaning of words and phrases in content areas and factual texts
· construct sentences in writing using synonyms, antonyms, multiple-meaning and high frequency words common to this level and topic 
· create a poster using the elements of layout and design
· create a poster about conservation or protecting forest habitats using appropriate words/phrases, a relevant picture/ illustration and a suitable border. 

	

	Activities: 
Word Sleuth
1. Students collaborate in small groups to find words related to resources in a word sleuth. 
2. Students briefly orally review the meanings of familiar words found in the word sleuth.
3. Through guided questioning, students orally recall one idea about each familiar word identified in the word sleuth and share it with the class using Standard English.
4. Working in small groups, students attempt to match each unfamiliar word found in the sleuth with a corresponding picture.
5. Using the picture as an aid, students share either experiences or ideas about the picture.
6. Students select a title for the word sleuth based on the family to which the words belong.

Poster Group Work
7. Pupils work in small groups using the word sleuth and knowledge of conservation to create a poster on conservation.
Teaching Points:
i. Writing size for poster for attention
ii. Borders needed
iii. One effective sentence/key words and phrases used
iv. Relevant illustration/picture
v. Strong colour for attraction
vi. Clarity 

8. Students present final work to the entire class.
