	Topic:  Mapping my Family Relations	

	
Context:
The family is a unique structure set up in a home.  It consists of individuals who share a special bond. These individuals undertake various roles and responsibilities geared towards building and maintaining the sacredness of the home and family. As members of a family, students need to actualize their roles and responsibilities in the home.  As such, they will focus on maintaining loyalty and trustworthiness in their interaction with each other.  In maintaining their sense of belonging, they must also understand that some family information can be shared with others while some must be kept to themselves.

Outcomes:

At the end of this learning experience students will:

· become aware of the roles and responsibilities of family members
· depict interpersonal relationships through dramatization and rhythmic activities
· become aware of the use of facial expression when communicating feelings
· begin to value the relationship shared with family members
· develop an appreciation for family togetherness
·  display honesty and loyalty in their interactions with family members
· pronounce words with the initial letter sounds
· create a display-card using text and pictures of their family
· reproduce letters as words and sentences with correct strokes, direction, neatness and appropriate size
· write simple sentences using vocabulary in context
· be proud of their ability to compose sentences independently.

	

	
Activities:

All in the family
1. Play family charade – in groups of four or five, students role-play a member of the family using dance, drama or other rhythmic activities without speaking. Class guesses the family member portrayed. Discuss the reasonableness of the pupils’ answers. Discuss why they were given, and what behaviours are observed at home. 
1. Students introduce classmates to family members via personal photographs or pupil made drawings. Additionally, students must exhibit their emotions towards family through facial expression while class guesses the emotion.
( smile means happy)

Virtues: honesty and loyalty
1. Students view and listen to video clip OR listen to story on virtues: honesty and loyalty. 
1. Guided questioning to elicit virtue displayed by main characters in the video. 
1. Virtues are written on word cards and display on board by the teacher.
1. Students engage in class discussion to determine the meaning of: honesty and loyalty.
1. Oral questioning by teacher to elicit how students can be honest and loyal to family members. 
1. Loyalty in the family is treated very delicately by the teacher. He/ She informs students that sometimes when people in the family do bad things to hurt them, it is best to tell someone they trust like the principal or their teacher.  Being loyal does not mean being a victim of any form of abuse.
1. In groups of four or five, students will select three to four letters in the words ‘honest and loyal’ to form important words with the initial letter sounds that indicate how family members should interact with each other (l- love, h- honour).
1. Students write and display new words on word cards.
1. They engage in discussion on the importance of each word displayed on cards.

Dramatization/Role Play
1. Scenario strips are distributed to groups by the teacher.
1. Each group will dramatize the following scenarios:-
· how families interact at home
· being  honest 
· building trust through loyalty to family
1. Videotaping of performances done by teacher and students view performances. (Optional)
1. Students engage in class discussion on what was observed. 

My family story
1. Blank display-cards are distributed by the teacher.
1. Each student writes simple sentences or story about their family using words previously created.
1. Students then decorate their display-card by adding pictures or drawings on their family.  Display- cards can be further enhanced by students’ creativity.
1. Share and read each other’s display – card.
