	Outcomes:
At the end of this learning experience students will:
· identify famous artistes and sporting personalities (local and foreign)
· create categories to classify famous personalities
· classify personalities according to area of speciality
· create a profile on selected personalities
· write sentences using appropriate capitalization, punctuation and subject- verb agreement
· develop mutual respect for others despite individual differences
	

	Activities:
Classification of entrepreneurs
1. Students view any videos, photographs or pictures of artistes/artists and sporting personalities and identify those they know. (both foreign and local singers, dancers, musicians, actors, comedians, artists, athletes etc.) 
2.  They discuss and create categories to classify the persons viewed.
3. Students then place teacher-made word cards with names of persons in appropriate categories.
4.  With guidance from the teacher, students discus how these persons use their talents to make money at present. They brainstorm what jobs these people can do in the future using these same talents. E.g. teaching, coaching, judging/adjudicating, managing, coordinating, and establishing recording companies, directing/producing.
5. Students create a general statement to describe the entrepreneurial aspect of these personalities.

 Creation of profiles of local personalities 
6. Students are given selected names of local persons to research based on the students’ interest.
7. In groups, students create a mini profile (can be an E-profile too) on a local person with name, picture, short biography and achievements of the person.
8. Students present their profiles to the class.
